The Warner & Swasey building is a 5-story red brick building, L-shaped in plan,
that wraps around a 1-story structure comprised for four shed roofs. Each
floor plate is about 32,000SF. The buildings were constructed between 1905-

Edra Soto. La Distancia addresses themes of displacement and
migration through the personal and collective stories of Cleveland’s
Latinx community in the creation of a sculptural bus shelter that will
be placed in front of MetroHealth’s Glick Center in the Clark-Fulton
neighborhood.
