It ended
in 1795 with the Treaty of Gre enville, which
opened theland east of the Cuyahoga
Riverto European Settlement.

(" Lorenzo Career, one of the fst permanent
residents, buit a small mult-purpose cabin in the
flats. The marshy land in the Flats led to the
spread of malaria and other diseases and
slowed Cleveland’s early gowth.

(" James . Clarke, Richard Clark, and Edmund
Clark laid out a radial development intended to
be a mixed commercial and residential
community capitalizing on the caonmerce boom
of the canal. The project was abandoned, and
lots were sold off after the panic of 1837.

1836

[/ The First Cdumbus Street Bridge is completed. It
was the first permanent bridge over the
Cuyahoga River. It promoted the develop ment
of Cleveland at the expense of Ohio City. It
resulted in the "Bridge War" " an armed conflict
between Ohio City and Cleveland residents at
the site of the bridge.

1837

(" Cleveland in 1860 was a commerdal city that
had outgrown its original New England town
plan with its historical focus at Public Square.
Economically, the cammerdal city was oriented
toward the Erie Canal terminus and mouth of the
Cuyahoga River, where long-distance rail and
water transportation fused rather than Public
Square. Production, distribution, sales, and
services had yet to spedalize, and all business
functions might occur within a single loft-type
building. Buildings of this nature were dustred
on a narrow strip of land running from W. 6th St
down the steep hill to the Flats and the mouth of
the river.

¢St Mary's on-the-flats, the cdloquial name of
Our Lady of the Lakes Parish, opens on
Caumbus Avenue i was the fist Catholic
church in Cleveland and was funded by kish
Catholic immigrants. It closed in 1886,

(" Valley Raikoad purchased the Erie Canal
and be gan filling in the canal, removing
Lock 43, Lock 44, and the Canal Basin.

1878

(" Changes in the location of the maufacturing
sector were perhaps the most far-reaching and
of greatest social significance. The number of
manufacturing firms and their volume increased
during the periad, and their sp atial requements
were altered by adopting continuous-process
producion technology. The production
requirements of these new enterprises and the
limitations posed by the city's top egraphy
meant that only four distinat disticts within the
city could meet the sp atial demands of the
modern factory. The most important was the
Flats, where 38% of all Cleveland
manufactu ring establishments were located in
1900.

of Canal Basin Park and sought to fund and
establish a riverfront park. A replica of Larenzo
Carter's cabin was built on site.

[~ The Terminal Tower and Regional Transit
Authority (RTA) station were completed.

1937

(" An $I1 Milion Project to widen the Cuychoga
River and soften its curves began.

1956

K Baltimore & O hio Railr oad Bridge No. 463 is
converted to a jackknife bridge to ease traffic
through the Cuyah oga River.

1969

f The Cuyahoga River caught fire again after
dozens of similar incidents. However,
subsequent reporting and activism led to
the formation of the Environmen tal
Protection Agency (EPA) and be gan the
long process of restoring the river.

1972

(" The Clean Water Act was passed and
began restoring the Cuyahoga River from a
“river that oozes rather than flows” to a
viable ecological and reareation resource.

The Flats become Cleveland’s vibrant
enterinment and nightlife scene due, in part, to
the romantdsm of Cleveland’s nautical and
industial history.

The historic outline of the Canal Basin
will be reinterpreted as a stormwater
collection system for the park.

This new “clean water” feature
celebrates Cleveland and the
Cuyahoga River’s role in inspiring the
modern environmental movement,
specifically the creation of the Clean
Water Act, after industrial pollutants

caught the river on fire multiple times in
the late 1960s.

The Canal Basin stormwater system will
collect surface runoff from the park and
the bridges overhead, treat the water in
cisterns,and recirculate the water into
the Basin “Pool.” Berea stone walls and
native plants will reference the canal’s
cultural, ecological, and industrial
history.
